The Moscow Metro is the architectural landmark of Mos-
cow. Like the Kremlin or St. Basil’s Cathedral it has be-
come the symbol of the capital. During Soviet times, the
metro was the embodiment of the imperial power and
grandeur so the government spared no expense and ef-
fort to its interior. Thus, the walls of the stations were lav-
ishly decorated with marble arches and columns, mosaic
panels, sculptures and stained-glass artwork. Today we
highlight the practical function of the metro: it should be
built as efficiently and economically as possible. How-
ever, considerable attention is still given to the interior de-
sign. Despite the fact that Mosinzhproekt has optimized
its expenses and uses standard projects in the metro
construction, the design of each station remains unique.
Architects from all over the world take part in designing
future Moscow metro stations. The architects aim at cre-
ating a strong artistic identity of each station, reflecting
historical, cultural and natural characteristics of different
areas of Moscow. Projects implemented as part of this
program form a new image of the Moscow Metro and the
architectural ensemble of the city for decades to come.

The road network of Moscow includes 3600 kilometers
of roadways, however the road accessibility in Moscow
is 2-3 times less than in other major cities of the world.
Millions of cars are out on the roads every day and the
number of cars increases by 5-6% annually. The Govern-
ment of Moscow has established a program aimed at
solving this issue.

Alongside with the introduction of some restriction mea-
sures for private vehicles that give priority to public
transport, the program involves construction of new road
infrastructure facilities. It includes major highways and
junctions, bridges, elevated highways, crossovers, tun-
nels and underground or overhead pedestrian crossings.
Mosinzhproekt acts as a general design consultant and
technical supervisor for the majority of road construction
projects.

Each project requires special attention to the safety for
drivers, as well as for pedestrians. One of our major
priorities is to reduce air pollution and noise level in the
neighborhoods close to the roads.

RECONSTRUCTION OF MAIN HIGHWAYS

Main highways, avenues and streets running from the
center of the city to its boundaries serve as non-stop
expressways fo the suburbs and farther outside the city.
Reconstruction of the highways focuses on creating con-
venient public transport. The second important task is the
construction of transport interconnections between the
city blocks adjacent to the highways. Side roads built
along the highways will decrease traffic congestion on
the highways since drivers from neighboring areas will
no longer need fo use them. Specialists from Mosinzhpro-
ekt also take part in the reconstruction of essential traffic
arteries such as Varshavskoye Shosse, Volgogradskoye
Shosse, Ryazanskoye Shosse, Kashirskoye Shosse, Lenin-
gradskoye Shosse and Volokolamskoye Shosse.

The Moscow Ring Road (MKAD) is one of the major roads
in the city. The idea of the project was born in 1937 though
the construction started only in the 1950s. The first larg-
escale reconstruction of the Ring Road was performed
in 1993, and Mosinzhproekt participated in it. The main
goal was to expand the road. Besides, it was equipped
with the modern lighting system. Today the Moscow Ring
Road is being reconstructed again. The so-called clover-
leaf interchanges do not satisfy transport traffic needs
anymore. In case of traffic congestion on one of the exits
the clover locks itself. Thus, highway junctions had to be
redesigned and replaced with stack interchanges. New
directional flyovers with a higher capacity are to be con-
structed. That will enable to maintain the speed of leaving
and entering a highway and to exclude the traffic weav-
ing. Mosinzhproekt acts as the technical supervisor and
general design consultant of the reconstruction of MKAD
junctions with Volgogradsky, Ryazansky and Leninsky
Prospekts, Kashirskoye and Mozhaiskoye Shosse, Lipets-
kaya and Profsoyuznaya Streets and other routes.

The transport infrastructure development program requires
a complex approach: roads are built in accordance with
extension of metro network, and the metro is constructed
in conformity with development of railway network. The ef-
fectiveness can increase several times as long as all trans-
port arteries are connected. Taking under consideration
international practices, Moscow government has decided
to implement the Transport Hubs Program in order to make
Moscow public transport more convenient and atfractive fo
citizens. According to the program all transport arteries are
to be connected into one system which will help to reduce
passenger traffic.Transport hubs will make interchanges
more convenient for cifizens. As far as drivers are con-
cerned, they will have an opportunity to leave their cars at
the parking stations and confinue their journey in the metro.
This will reduce the highways traffic.

Most of transport hubs have technological and commer-
cial parts. Each transport hub has the station with inter-
changes as a basis.

Depending on the needs of each district, transport hubs will
have separate social and commercial infrastructure facili-
ties: shops, drugstores, offices, hotels, gyms, malls etc.
Mosinzhproekt is one of the Transport Hubs Program op-
erators.

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The Moscow metro consists of the Circle line and radial
lines that cross the city from one end to another. Moscow
residents are used to this kind of radial-ring structure.
However it has reached its fully capacity and does not
meet needs of the polycentric concept of development.
In order to get to the neighboring area, one has to take
a train to the center and then change to another line. The
construction of the Third Interchange Contour (TIC) — the
longest metro line in Moscow — will solve the problem. It
is an exceptional project: the largest in the history of metro
engineering projects in Russia and all over the world. 30
stations will be located on the new circle line with 61 km
of length. It will cross all the radial lines and interconnect
distant districts. The TIC is supposed to reduce the load on
the existing stations by 25% and save 50% of travel time.
The new line will provide more routes for passengers, and
more residents will use public transport instead of private
vehicles.

Mosinzhproekt is in charge of the park development proj-
ect in the center of Moscow, next to the Kremlin. Zarya-
dye is a first large park that has been created in Moscow
within the last 50 years.

The international contest of the park concept design was
one of the largest architectural competitions in the last few
decades. The international consortium of companies led
by the architectural bureau Diller Scofidio+Renfro was an-
nounced the winner. The project is based on the principles
of landscape urbanism that connects the city and nature.

The park represents the typical Russian natural zones:
forests, loodmeadows, prairies and northern landscape.
Some recreational and educational centers (“Media Cen-
ter”, “Ice Cave”, restaurant and café) are to be construct-
ed. The central facility of Zarydye will be a concert hall
with an amphitheater.

The project also includes reconstruction of the Mosk-
va River embankment and construction of a ‘floating’
bridge —another observation deck in the city center.
